Early Schools in the United States

The first American schools opened during the colonial era. In New England in the 1600s, schools were mostly private, and were often run by churches. Churches had an important role to play in education, because many New Englanders wanted their children to learn to read in order to read the Bible. However, not all of this learning took place in the classroom; up until the late 1700s, most students were still taught at home. 

As more and more schools were opened during the late 1700s and early 1800s, more students began learning mathematics, reading and writing at school. The first national census conducted in 1840 indicated that 55% of American children between the ages of 5 and 15 attended private schools. Near-universal (about 97%) literacy among the white population had been achieved.

Horace Mann

"Be ashamed to die until you have won some victory for humanity."

At your tables, read the following paragraphs about Horace Mann and the first public schools in Massachusetts. Then, answer the questions that follow.

When Horace Mann was appointed secretary of the newly created board of education of Massachusetts in 1837, he had no special interest in education. He only wanted the job because it was a paid office position established by the legislation. But the more he learned about education in Massachusetts, the more passionate he became about his work. He held teachers’ conventions, delivered lectures around the state, and began introducing legislation that would provide free, public education for all the children of Massachusetts.

As he argued in The Common School Journal in 1838, he believed that public education in his state should be founded on 6 principles. Those six main principles were: (1) the public should no longer remain ignorant and free, (2) that such education should be paid for, controlled, and sustained by an interested public; (3) that this education will be best provided in schools that embrace children of all diversities; (4) that this education must be non-sectarian
; (5) that this education must be taught by the spirit, methods, and discipline of a free society; and (6) that education should be provided by well-trained, professional teachers. 

In 1852, the state of Massachusetts followed Mann’s lead, and established a system of schools that would provide a free education, funded by the tax payers, for all the children of Massachusetts. Many other states began to replicate the Massachusetts model. For this reason, Mann is often considered "the father of American public education.”

Freed Slaves in the South

“Public education for all at public expense was, in the South, a Negro idea.”

--W.E.B. DuBois
At your tables, read the following paragraphs about freedmen and the rise of public education in the South. Then, answer the questions that follow.

During the 1850s and 60s, public school systems were spreading across the Northern states. However, things were different in the South. Under slavery laws, slaves were not allowed to learn to read. The rich plantation owners supported private education, because they thought that families and churches, not the government, should be in charge of what children learned. After the Civil War, when they were no longer allowed to hold blacks in slavery, rich landowners still were opposed to public education. They were afraid that if blacks and poor whites were educated in public schools, they would no longer make good farm workers. 

Against tremendous odds, freed slaves began building their own public, locally-run schools. Their movement to educate their children was the final push that brought universal
 public education to the US.

Blacks emerged from slavery with a strong belief in the desirability of learning to read and write. This belief was expressed in the pride with which they talked of other ex-slaves who learned to read or write in slavery. It was expressed in the intensity and the frequency of their anger at slavery for keeping them illiterate.
 “There is one sin that slavery committed against me,” professed one ex-slave, “which I will never forgive. It robbed me of my education.”

The former slaves’ fundamental belief in the value of literate culture was expressed most clearly in their efforts to secure schooling for themselves and their children. Virtually every account by historians or contemporary observers stresses the ex-slaves’ demands for universal schooling. In 1879 Harriet Beecher Stowe said of the freedmen’s campaign for education: “They rushed not to the grog-shop
 but to the school-room—they cried for the spelling-book as bread, and pleaded for teachers as a necessity of life.”

At the end of the Civil War in 1865, the federal government began supporting black schools. The next year, the government closed all black schools in the New Orleans area in order to save money. Tens of thousands of black parents petitioned the government to reopen the schools, offering to pay for the schools with higher taxes. As one official stated, “It was affecting
 to examine [the petition] and note the names and marks [x]
 of such a long list of parents, ignorant themselves, but begging that their children might be educated, promising that from beneath their present burdens, and out of their extreme poverty, they would pay for it.”

Ex-slaves used their resources first in a grass-roots movement to build, fund, and staff schools as a practical right. Then, black politicians and leaders joined with Republicans to legalize public education in the constitutions of former Confederate slave states. By 1870, every southern state had specific provisions in its constitution to assure a public school system financed by a state fund.
